FROM THE PASTOR 

 
    One of the favorite family pastimes of summer is a visit to the amusement parks.  It is here that we entrust 
ourselves to tiny capsules and then are propelled through numerous g-forces all in the name of fun and       
enjoyment.  I think one of the things that makes these experiences so exciting is that we feel secure in those 
little capsules and trust that all will be okay.  We are secure in throwing our fate to the winds and going along 
for the ride. 
    Life, on the other hand, has a way of throwing things at us that are just as scary as doing 4 gs on a roller 
coaster ride at SIX FLAGS.  Only we are not in those tight secure capsules that make us feel comfortable.   
We are out on a limb and sometimes feel as though the limb might be cut off.  For instance, when sickness or 
surgery appears those secure enclosures seem to be few and far between. And sometimes we can feel 
scared, alone and anxious. 
    As members of the Body of Christ there is one option to us.  It is called THE LAYING ON OF HANDS AND 
ANNOINTING.   This is a simple process whereby the oils of baptism are used to retrace the sign of the cross 
that was made on our foreheads when we were baptized.  This is not a magical process protecting us from 
the forces of evil or anything like that.  ANNOINTING is a simple, some would say mystical, reminder that we 
do not go through these situations  alone but that we know to whom we belong and in whose hands we are 
being held and protected.  The ANNOINTING is then followed by the LAYING ON OF HANDS and a short 
prayer for healing.  For many, this process provides the capsule from which we can be propelled into the un-
known at speeds we can not comprehend all the while knowing and trusting in the power and presence of 
God. 
    I will often offer the gift of ANNOINTING AND PRAYER especially to those who have called requesting 
prayer prior to surgery.  However, it is available at other times as well.  And if by chance I forget to offer it, feel 
free to request it.  We are engaged in a mutual ministry and sometimes we each become so involved in what 
we are doing that things slip by unintended. 
 
Many of us need to be reminded of our security when faced with life daunting changes and decisions.

Education Team News  
 

Inspiration and idea -gathering sums up the meeting with Team members and parents listening,        
questioning and discussing areas of the fine educational opportunities our church offers to 

members and community.   Points of discussion follow:  
 1.  Miracles and miracle -workers highlighted the devotional with Diane and Bobbie Schnit-

key presenting "The Widow of Zarephath" and the prophet Elijah whose miracles inspired sev-
eral modern "Elijahs," including members of our congregation and the Restoration Ministries 
project.  

 2. Norm Knicl explained and answered questions about the Confirmation program --
curriculum materials (Augsburg and Faith Incubators used different years), grouping, activities, 

and needs for more parental involvement,  giving our Team and parents group a feel for the 
program's operation.  
 3. Pastor Bowers, asked about  his past experiences, reviewed practices familiar to 

our  congregation:   team building, service requirements, church attendance and sermon notes, 
camp experiences and mission opportunities.   He also explained a mentoring program involving 

an adult for each  Confirmand and was given the "go -ahead" to establish such a program in the 
upcoming confirmation classes for 2010 -2011.   Since,  Pastor Bowers has  prepared an            

informational outline and syllabus showing weeks, dates, topics, memory work, and mentoring 
activities and other guidelines for  youth  and adults.  
 For the  July 11 meeting,  Bobbie Schnitkey will review the Logos program,                 

providing  details of our outstanding church and community outreach, followed by  a discussion 
of the mentoring possibilities with Pastor Bowers.  Again, note that all Team meetings  are open

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 July Parish Nurse Page  
 

          This is the day the Lord has made; rejoice and be glad in it!  
               Psalm 118:24  
 
      I often think of this verse no matter what the day is like but especially  in the summer.  I     
  have always loved the hot, lazy days of summer. When I was a child, the summer days 

meant no school, of course, and spending the days having fun with my friends.  When my children were young,    
watching them enjoy those happy days and keeping busy with ball games made the summer fly by. Now I look forward 
to     summer when I can spend time in my garden and yard and enjoy the peaceful, quieter days but summer is too 
short.  

 As we all enjoy the hot, sunny summer days I wanted to give you some information about sunscreens for    
yourself and your children.  
  
 Sunscreens/blocks  filter or block ultraviolet radiation.  There are 3 types of ultraviolet light:  

UV-A penetrates deeply into the skin and can lead to cancer and premature skin -aging  
UV-B is involved in tanning and burning of your skin  
UV-C is completely absorbed by the earthôs atmosphere 

 
 What is SPF?  
 

 SPF stands for Sun Protection Factor.  This helps you determine how long you can stay out in the sun before 
getting sunburnt.  It is a multiplication factor.  If you stay out 15 minutes before burning, using a sunscreen with SPF 
of 10 would allow you to resist the burn for 10X longer or 150 minutes.  
  
SPF  only applies to UV-B, the labels of most products indicate if they offer broad spectrum protection, which indicates 
whether or not they work against UV -A.  The organic molecules in sunscreen absorb the ultraviolet radiation. The   
articles in sunblock reflect both UV -A and UV-B. 
 
What is the best sunscreen for kids?  
 

 Most parents typically base their choice of sunscreen on only a few characteristics:  
The highest SPF they can find, typically +50  
A kidôs brand 

 
But you donôt really have to buy a separate sunscreen just for kids since they really arenôt that much different.  
Unfortunately, many sunscreens that say they are broad spectrum really arenôt or donôt block the full UV-A 
spectrum.   
 
To get good protection from UV -A rays look for sunscreens that list one of these ingredients:  

Avobenzone 
Titanium dioxide  
Zinc oxide

We forget who we were created to be: We forget our role as image-bearers and begin to live life as our own 
gods, smug and self-satisfied. We lose sight of God’s greater purpose for wealth. 
 

The above words of wisdom come from my Stewardship Bible.
